e Conduct water testing and water chemical treatment as required

e Record district heat energy usage and oil usage as required

e Clearing blocked drains, sink traps and toilets

¢ Maintaining the grounds; cutting grass, snow removal, collecting garbage, salting sidewalks
e Utilize our automated energy management computer system which includes programming
schedules, alarms, monitoring, trend logging and energy management

e Perform HVAC maintenance and repair as required

* Perform various custodial duties as required in all work areas and shops

* Maintain all tools and equipment

* Paint interior and exterior areas and equipment

e Perform basic carpentry duties including repairs to doors, related hardware, construction of
shelves, walls and furniture repairs

* Replace burnt out light bulbs and fluorescent tubes

e Install flags, banners, promotional material, etc. inside and outside

e Utilize the Centre’s vehicle(s) for pickup/delivery of parts/supplies and equipment

¢ Unload good and supplies received at the Centre

e Refer to blueprints to determine maintenance needs and constraints

e Check emergency batteries and lights and replace as required
