After shifting to digital last year, live theatre returned for The 2021 Charlottetown Festival. Despite the
complications of rehearsing with pandemic protocols and having reduced capacity, the joy of creating
was vital and fulfilling for our team. The programming this year stayed local and focused on stories from
the Atlantic region, reminding us how many great stories come from just next door.

Between Breaths was a profound play from Newfoundland and Labrador inspired by the life experience
of Dr. Jon Lien, who rescued over 500 whales over his career.

Dear Rita was an inspiring new production celebrating the life and songs of one of the Maritimes’ most
fierce and iconic songwriters, Rita MacNeil.

OLD STOCK: A Refugee Love Story, starring East Coast sensation Ben Caplan, told the true story of
Jewish Romanian refugees in 1908 meeting at Halifax’s Pier 21 as they await entry into Canada.

The Outdoor Amphitheatre hosted diverse new productions, including Voices of Resilience by The
Mi'’kmaq Heritage Actors. It was a wonderful opportunity to listen to stories, learn songs, experience the
teachings of, and watch the beautiful traditional dances of the Mi’lkmaq people. The second show in the
Amphitheatre was Street Fusion, an energetic show with Urban and Caribbean music and dance, fused
with traditional Island steps.

LIVE @ the Centre persevered through ever-changing public health guidelines to present an eclectic
season of music, dance, comedy, and more. Acts included musicians Bahamas, David Myles, and Wesli,
as well as performances from Ballet Kelowna, Barely Methodical Troupe, and The Debaters Live on Tour.

FRONTLINE & CENTRE was established as a tribute to Islanders who, despite the incredible risk,
have kept our province running through the pandemic. Complimentary seats were reserved at each
performance during the LIVE @ the Centre season for frontline workers. This is our way of saying thank

you for their continued bravery, dedication, and public service.

The CONFEDERATION CENTRE ART GALLERY continued to have admission by donation and featured
several exhibitions from established and emerging artists. Highlights of the year included BGL: Two
Thumbs Up Arts and Crafts from the legendary artist collective BGL, A Life’s Work: Canadian Artist
Robert Harris (1849 — 1919), and Fairy Tails — an exhibition from 11 artists who explored the wondrous

in nature by reconsidering the role of animals in storytelling. The Gallery also offered Bilingual Family

Sundays with free, hands-on art activities for families.

THE FRIENDS OF CONFEDERATION CENTRE hosted Art Lotto, a fundraiser to support Island artists,
as well as arts education programs at the Centre. A unique piece from an Island artist was raffled off each
month. This initiative highlighted emerging artists, promoted the incredible talent on Prince Edward Island,

and helped fund arts education programs.

for students was held exclusively on Zoom to allow for attendees from across the country.

FIRST COME - FIRST SEATED

During Black History Month, the Centre hosted Arts in Colour: Stories from Black Island
Artists. This panel discussion featured Black artists from theatre, music, dance, visual arts,
and media arts who shared their experiences and stories of working in Prince Edward
Island. The event was moderated by diversity, equity, and inclusion consultant Evelyn

Bradley of Beyond the BRIM Consulting.

Choices in production personnel and creative artists are being defined by our new
learnings in diversity practices. Dawn Ward joined the performing arts team as associate
artistic director, bringing an important new voice to the table. She is a Bahamian
choreographer who has been working on building diverse dance teams in Charlottetown

since she got to Prince Edward Island.



A new BACKSTAGE TRAINING PROGRAM was
launched to educate the next generation of people
interested in working behind the scenes. This paid
opportunity gave participants hands-on training from
highly accomplished industry professionals in a variety
of production departments, including lighting, props,
carpentry, sound, stage management, and wardrobe.
Supported by SkillsPEl, the program was a success

and proudly achieved gender parity.

The arts education program dance umbrella welcomed many newcomers to P.E.l. including refugees
from Iran, and immigrants from Mexico, Brazil, India, China, and more. The dance umbrella production of
The Nutcracker featured the most diverse cast that the program has ever seen and featured many

newcomer students.

The unpredictable tourism season meant a slow summer for historic walking tours, but it allowed for the
team to continue research and development into updating the program. Starting in 2022, the guides
will be known as the HERITAGE PLAYERS and present several new tours that expand on Island history

beyond Confederation.

The CONFEDERATION CENTRE ART GALLERY exhibited a large group portrait by Inuit artist Bronson
Jacque. The impactful piece commemorated missing and murdered Indigenous women and girls, and

engaged many visitors from the Indigenous community and beyond.

The Secret Codes: Quilts From and Inspired by Nova Scotia’s Black Communities was also exhibited in
the Gallery. Curated and circulated by the Black Artists Network of Nova Scotia, this exhibition focused
on the ways that quilts have functioned as utilitarian and decorative objects, as documentary records of

family history, and as a celebration of Black culture.
